MP on Environment and Energy Security in International Relations is
comprised of four learning formats: 1. Lecture/seminar, 2. Think Tank,
3. Intensive Residency. 4.Research Thesis.

Within these formats students engage in distance and active learning,
combining traditional lecture/seminars with more collaborative think
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tank and project-driven modes of engagement.

Courses and Think Tanks will utilize discussion blogs, real-time chat
rooms, Skype meetings, and teleconferences to facilitated
communication and collaboration between students and faculty.
Residencies in Kyiv, Ukraine and in Middletown, CT will consist of
lectures, discussions, workshops, and collaborative projects, and will
emphasize practical experiences in communication, leadership,
negotiation, community decision making, mediation, and advocacy.
These serve two primary functions:

1. Distance learning technologies and active learning curricula make
possible communication and collaboration across national boundaries
and the cultivation of global perspectives that are central to the mission
of the program.

2. These methods reflect the ways in which environmental issues are by
necessity handled in the international arena. Students will gain comfort
with the technologies and practices which prepare them to engage and
foster the development of the field.
